Homestead Trail

Orange Blazes - 0.28 miles

Points of Interest - Remnants of an old home dating
back to the late 1940s. Look for the original chimney
and old road that leads to the cabin.

Yellow Blazes - 0.23 miles

Points of Interest - Trail offers great views of Beaver
Pond and access to the Unity Garden. Enter the
garden to find seasonal herbs, veggies, and hens.

Red Blazes - 0.31 miles

Points of Interest - Reaches the highest point on
CNC property. At the highest point is a gravesite of
